IDE104 - Mythology - Edebiyat Fakiiltesi Dekanligi - ingiliz Dili ve Edebiyati Bélimii Baskanlig

General Info

Objectives of the Course

This module is designed to teach classical mythology for English majors.

Course Contents

This module introduces the student to the primary characters and most important stories of classical Greek and Roman mythology and surveys some of the leading
theoretical approaches to understanding myth in general and classical myth in particular.

Recommended or Required Reading

Homeric Hymns (to Apollo, Aphrodite, Demeter, Hermes); Hesiod, Theogony and Works and Days c. 700 BCE; Virgil, Aeneid c. 29-19 BCE; Apollodorus, The Library of
Greek Mythology c. 1st and 2nd centuries; Ovid, Metamorphoses c. AD 4; Three Theban Plays c. 429 BCE, and Aeschylus'’s Oresteia c. 458 BCE and Euripides’s Medea,

Hippolytus and Bacchae c. 500 BCE.

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

Students will take 12 quizzes (30 questions 25 minutes). Exam questions are multiple choice, matching and (short) completion. Quizzes cover the topics of the previous
week (%70) and the pertinent week (%30). Students will take the quizzes on Blackboard in the classroom or online. If a student cannot take a quiz due to medical or
other reasons, there will be a classic-written exam on week 14 that they can take. Final exam is worth 50 per cent and quizzes are worth 50 per cent.

Essential reading: Bremmer, “What is a
Greek Myth”; Jung, "Psychology of the Child Archetype”; Kirk, Myth Meaning
and Function, Chapter 2 and 6; Wender, “The Myth of Washington”;
Theogony Part | “Creation” in Apollodorus, Library; Ovid, Metamorphoses
Chaos and Creation; Kirk, Myth Meaning and Function, Chapter 5 section 4;
Burkert, Structure and History, Chapter 1 section 5

Week 3: 1st March — Quiz 2; The Reign of the Olympians; Immortals and
Mortals | will continue with Hesiod's Theogony and how Zeus rises to power.
| will also discuss Zeus's marriages and the birth of Athena from his brow.
With Hesiod's Theogony, we will also look at the important characteristics of
Greek gods. Lastly, | will discuss the myth of Prometheus and Pandora as it
appears in Hesiod's Theogony and Works and Days. Essential reading:
Hesiod, Works and Days, Pandora’s Jar; Burkert, Structure and History;
Chapter 2 section 4-6

Ovid, Metamorphoses, “Actaeon” and “Niobe and Latona”; Burkert, Greek
Religion, “"Apollo and Artemis”; Apollodorus, Library, “Semele and Dionysos”;
Ovid, Metamorphoses, “Semele and Pentheus and Bacchus”; “; "Homeric
Hymns, To Hermes"; Dionysus in Oxford Classical Dictionary; Burkert, Greek
